Important  papers…

Mrs. Strakeljahn (school secretary ) and Mrs. Cassioppi ( school nurse) will be going through the forms that were to be turned in at back to school night or the first day of school.  These forms included emergency medical information ( purple form) , Winnebago county health forms, extended care, registration forms, etc.  

If you are missing any of these forms in your child’s folder at school , we will send copies home to be filled out.  Please make sure any forms you receive are returned promptly, to make sure your child’s folder is current.  

Morning Arrival …..

Please Note – Students can go up to their classrooms 10 minutes prior to school starting ( 7:50 am ).  If you drop off  your student to school prior to that time – please use the North Door entrance and they will stay in the before care program in the gym.   The front door will be open at 7:40 am .

Tuition –Lunch –Extended Care - payments…..
Please note – Tuition payments can be mailed to the school at 5001 Forest View Ave, Rockford, Il 61108, dropped off in the school office or dropped in the drop box outside the school office – if the office is locked. 

Tuition – Tuition invoices will be mailed to you home approximately 30 days prior to the date due, which for monthly payment plans is the first of the month.  2nd semester payments will be due January 1, 2010.

Tuition Payments must be on time to insure that your child will be able to attend school.  Notices will be sent to you if tuition payments are late and can result in your child not being able to attend class until the past due balance is paid. 

Extended Care & Lunch Accounts – Both of these programs run on a deposit /withdraw system. Money must be deposited in the lunch/extended care account before your child can purchase lunch or milk or use the extended care program.  Once money is deposited then money  can be subtracted (withdrawn) from your account when your child uses extended care or purchases lunch or milk. 
We will send home a dated extended care and lunch account balance notice every 2 weeks.  If your account has a negative balance, we will send home a statement sooner.

Welcome to a new school year!  It’s that time of the year again that I’d like to remind families not to forget gym shoes that stay at school. There has always been a rule that each child has a separate gym shoes for gym class.  My first objective is to keep all students safe and that begins with the right equipment.

Some children come to school wearing gym shoes. That’s Great!  They are welcome to wear those shoes to gym class as long as they are kept clean of debris; dirt and mud especially, and they are non- marking.


With all of the different types of gym shoes on the market today, please keep in mind the following safety tips when choosing gym shoes.




- No open toe or open heel



-We love Velcro tie shoes – for the little ones – They are a real time saver. 


-If your child does not tie his/her shoes yet, slip on or Velcro are highly recommended.


-Cross-training athletic shoes are a good choice, along with basketball shoes

Please note:  A new PE guideline has been established for girls;  Shorts of some kind must be worn under skirts at all times throughout the entire day and especially  during PE class  for All grade levels.  I recommend a boxer type short that aren’t cumbersome.  They are available at most stores: Target, Kohl’s, Old Navy, etc.
