Re- registration forms for the 2010-2011 school year 

Enclosed in your child’s Friday Folder is a white re-registration packet. There is one packet being sent home per family, so you may have more than one form inside. Each packet contains a re-registration form that is filled out with information from this year.  Please make any changes and fill in any highlighted areas.  Re-registration fee is still $150.00 for current students until February 28, 2010.  After that date the registration fee will be $200.00.

Also –All of our current families and their siblings are guaranteed placement for the 2010-2011 school year if they are registered before February 28, 2010, after this date we will open registration to the public.  
We will give a $200.00 tuition discount to any family who refers a new student to the school, and that student enrolls and stays for the upcoming school year.  

Holiday Care – please note changes 
We  will be having a sign up sheet for Holiday Care.  In order for us to staff  properly for the Holiday Care we need anyone interested in using Holiday Care to sign up prior to the date needed.  Over Christmas Break we had a few days when no one attended Holiday Care, even though it was open and staffed.  We will only have Holiday care if we have 4 or more students signed up to attend.  
There will be a sign up sheet outside the school office for the following dates:

*We must have at least 4 students signed up for us to staff Holiday Care for these dates. If we have fewer than 4 students signed up , then we will have to cancel Holiday Care and we will notify you by telephone the day prior by 3:00 pm .  If you do sign up and you’re your child does not attend, you will be charged a minimum of 5 hours.  Anyone that does attend will only be charged the amount of time the student attends.
